Bishop Zubik’s intercession (which may be used often!):

For an increase of happy vocations to the married life, to the
single life, to the consecrated life, and to the ordained life, we
pray to the Lord.

6. For the clergy and religious of our diocese, that their example may be an encouragement for
young people to consider a Church vocation, we pray to the Lord.

7. For our Holy Father, Benedict XVI, for his efforts to inspire youth to their Christian Calling, we
pray to the Lord.

8. For parents who, by their prayer and example, nourish the call of God in each of their
children, we pray to the Lord.

9. For all people who work for building up the Church in our diocese, we pray to the Lord.

10. For all Religious Congregations serving the Church in our diocese and throughout the world,
we pray to the Lord.

11. That all Christians will accept their call to equal dignity as sons and daughters of God
through the sacrament of Baptism, to be lived in holiness and service, withessing the good news
of Jesus Christ, we pray to the Lord.
